
Presentation: 375 ml, 750 ml and 1500 ml bottles.

Designation of Origin: Ribera del Duero.

Varieties: 100% tinta del país (Tempranillo).

Appearance: Cherry red with strong violet tones.

Nose: Very powerful with notes of ripe red fruit 
(mulberry, raspberry, blackberry, etc.) typical 
of the variety, and a certain hint of spice at the 
finish.

Palate: Good structure, balanced and flavoursome. 
We notice the tannins of a semi-crianza. Good 
persistence. In the retronasal passage, velvety 
and with notable vanilla.

Serving temperature: 16º to 18º C.
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
